But first she must solve a fourteen-year-old series of elfin murders and bring the killer to justice. Along the way, Chessie finds that Sternfaler isn't so much a place as it is a multidimensional world where shape shifting, spells, and magical creatures abound, and it is in Sternfaler that Chessie’s quest to find her elf destiny begins to unfold.
A perfect fit for middle school age readers, Chessie Bligh and the Scroll of Andelthor also provides an intricate and intelligent read for adults.
